Solar Energy  
 

“The amount of sunlight that strikes the earth's surface in 

an hour and a half is enough to handle the entire world's 

energy consumption for a full year. Solar energy can be 

used to generate electricity or be stored in batteries or 

thermal storage. 
 

Solar radiation is light. Solar technologies capture this radi-

ation and turn it into useful forms of energy. 

PV materials and devices convert sunlight into electrical 

energy. A single PV device is known as a cell. These cells 

are made of different semiconductor materials and sand-

wiched between protective materials in a combination of 

glass and/or plastics. 
 

To boost the power output of PV cells, they are connected 

together in chains to form larger units known as modules or 

panels. Modules can be used individually, or several can 

be connected to form arrays. One or more arrays are then 

connected to the electrical grid as part of a complete PV 

system. Because of this modular structure, PV systems can 

be built to meet almost any electric power need, small or 

large.”
